Experiments involving serious opara¢¢ons Wwere pele
formed on 20 gnaesthetised adult baboons in Charing
Cross Hospital in a research project, as reported in
the journal 'Brgin' XX¥ (1980),. At one stage in the
opergtions the blood flow to the bragin was reduced
for 30 minutes, Un the morning following the experiment
four baboons were unconsclious and one wgs'in extremils
wiith £lailing limbs and slowing respiragtion!, This aninal
was: killed "without delay"™., In one baboon the head was
bent back unngtural ly and the limnbs were stiff§ In
two bgboonsg there were rhythmnlc spasms and paralysis,
Pive were unconscious but showed impairment of the xright
arm. and leg or deviatlon of the eyes or head iine baboons
were aonscilous and appsarently normal, After surviving
14-48 hours the baboons were killed and their brains
were analysed,

Some monkeys were placed in cages or in primate
restrafning chairs, The monkeys had electrodes implanted
in. their brains, The animazls were dosed with a drug and t
the behaviours of these conscious animals was noted,

Some of the reactions were "“tremors, rigidity, gnawing
at cage bawrs, voniting, panting, screeching, cries,
selzures, laying postrate on cage floom, chewing of
limbs, twisting of neci and trunk, protrusion and tremor
ofl tonmgue,'

Hhesus. monkeys and mgrmosets were used in experimentss
to examine how effective & drug would be against nerve
gag Polsoning, It was first determined what doses: were
requlired to kill 50% and §0%of the amimals, The effects
the drug hgd on the monkeys were recorded as '""weakness,
convulsions snd difficulty in breathing',Some monkeys
attenpted to arawl aeross the cage but often collapsed

I became « vegetarian because I no longer wanted
anything to do with the cruel, Iinhumane slaughter of
animals, I opposed all killing and war and so felt that
any killing, be it of animal or man, was wrong, :

Just because animals are less intelligent than
humanbeings and their flesh makes a tasty food it
doesn't make it right to kill them =~ especially as
there.are so many alternative food sources, It's not
‘as if we have to eat meat to survive, It is all too
easy to sit at a table and be fed cooked meats once
its on your plate it couldn't look further from being
pPart of an animgl's corpse. ;

It is about time people faced the facts of how
meat arrives on a plate,

I have only visited a pig slaughter house and so I
can onlysay what process of genocide is enployed there,

Eight pigs at a time are put into a pen, the pigs
are squealing = they know that they are about to die
because they can smell the blood of the pigs which have
gone belore them., Some of the males even mountmx the
females in a last minute frenzy of fear and confusion,
A man then takes one pig at a time and stuns it electr-
lecally, any pigs that go for him which are still in the
queue are stunned to keep them off, The pig is then
hoisted up mhbgxkisxkaxxxiexx by its back legs and mov=-
ed along to where (in this case) a man sticks a point
through its neck to allow all the blood to flow out = .

Vhen I first became a vegitarian I was unsure of
what to eat (I was replacing meat with cheese and
omlettes made with free range eggs) and as I was not
getting enough protein I lost a little weight, I then

lost weight and have never lost any since, So reglly
you need to find out where you can get the protien from
i, nuts and beans as well as cheese and free range
eggse, Nuts and beans are very good meat substitutes
because they are so versatile and varied and taste lowv-
elye It makes me wonder why people eat meat when theres
are such alternatives which don't cause the deaths of
millions of animals each year,

There are other things to consider which make veg=
itagrianism a better way of life,

If we converted grazing land into crop land ‘there
would be enough fpod to feed all the starving people of
the worlde Animals would not disappear because we cou=- |

-1d still drink milk, eat cheese, eat eggs - all of xkksx

these could be donated by animals in return for a roof |
over their heads, land to graze on (land that would not
be needed for growing crops), and & peace of mind,

Vegitarimn food is & much healthier diet because
before animals are killed they are fed drugs to make
them tastier or fatter and some are even fed their own
shiit, This all becomes part of the meat which people
welcome onto thelir plates,

When I first became a vegitarian I still wore a
leather jacket and boots (I don't now) and people used
to crifilcise me for being "hypocriticgl", I felt that
at least by not eating neat I was lessening the demand
for the murder of animals = which iIs more than can be,
said for the people who czlled me a hypocrit, It all. .
depends upon how far you want to take YOUR vegitariane

Rights - what rights?

GOLDEN RULES

If the police tell you to remain with them or to accompany them, you may
decide you want to do so voluntarily. After all, the police have a duty to
investigate crime whether it is in the home, the street or anywhere else.
It is generally in everyone’s interest that you should help them with this.
if you do help them voluntarily, you are completely free to make phone
calls, leave the police station, or do anything eise you could do before
the police spoke to you.

It you do not want to do as they tell you:-

1. Politely ask whether the police are arresting or detaining you. If they
say they are, ask why. Tell them that you are not going to go with
them unless they are arresting or detaining you. Remember always to
remain calm and polite.

2. You do not have to admit anything. Stay calm. Do not sign anything
unless you have read it and agree it is true.
" 3. If asked, tell the police your name and address. If you are under 16,
tell them your age. .

4. Tell the police the name and address of a friend or relative. Ask the
police to inform them of where you are.

5. Ask for a message to be sent to a Solicitor. If you are under 16, ask to
see your parents and tell them to contact a Solicitor. If you have no
Solicitor of you own, ask for the Duty Solicitor.

6. If you are unwell or injured, ask to see a Doctor IMMEDIATELY.

7. 1f you think the police are acting unfairly, it is generally best to do as
you are told and to complain later. You can take it up with the Desk
Sergeant, ask a Solicitor to do it for you or write to the Chief Con-
‘stable yourself.

Your rights on Arrest and Detention - a summary of your rights and the
rights of the police, published by the Castlemilk Law Centre. You have
other rights which are not mentioned here. Further information may be
obtained from many Solicitors, Citizens’ Advice Bureaux, the Scottish
Council -for Civil Liberties (Tel. 041 332 5960) 146 Holland Street,
Glasgow G2, or if you live in the Castlemilk area, from the Law Centre in
the Castlemilk Advice Centre, 27 Dougrie Drive, Glasgow G45 9AD.

IMPORTANT

You may be stopped by the police if they want your help with their
enquiries. You can, of course, help them voluntarily. But if you tell them
that you do not want to help them, the police can demand your name and
address, if they think that you have witnessed or committed an offence.
It you are a suspect, they can keep you long enough to check this. Once
they have done this, the police can detain you for up to 6 hours, arrest
you or let you go.

So, if the police tell you to go with them, ask politely whether you are
being arrested or detained. If they tell you they are arresting or detain-
ing you then your rights are those described in this leaflet. If they do not
tell you that they arresting or detaining you then you are free to go.

= Do not assume you have been arrested or detained. Do not accept words ;

like ‘‘come with me'’ as meaning this. You are only under arrest or
detention if the police tell you you are or they physically stop you from
leaving.

1. IFTHE POLICESTOP YOU
AND DEMAND YOUR NAME AND ADDRESS

POLICE RIGHTS

The police have a right to stop you
and demand your name and add-
ress. They should only do this if
they suspect you of having wit-
nessed or committed an offence.
They must tell you what they think
you have done or seen.

YOUR RIGHTS

You need tell the police only your
name and address. They may ask
you for further information but you
do not have to give it.

If the police tell you that they sus-
pect you have committed an off-
ence you must remain in the pre-
sence of the police while they
check your name and address.
They must do this promptly.

If the police tell you that they con-

sider you may be a witness, you do

not have to remain in their pre-
sence while they check your name
and address.



2. |FTHE POLICE STOP YOU
AND SEARCH YOU FOR “WEAPONS”’

POLICE RIGHTS

The police have a right to search
you if they reasonably suspect you
are carrying an offensive weapon.

YOUR RIGHTS

The police must tell you why you
are being stopped and searched.

‘Unless they find an offensive

weapon they cannot detain you for
longer than it takes to search you.
You may require to give them your
name and address but you need
say nothing else.

3. IF THE POLICE DETAIN YOU
FORUP TO 6 HOURS

The police can detain and question
you for up to 6 hours if they sus-
pect you of having committed an
offence. They can demand your
name and address, take your
fingerprints and search you. They
have no right to interfere with your
pody (unless in relation to drugs).

Ask politely whether you are being
arrested or detained. If you do not
want to help the police tell them
that you are not going with them
unless they are arresting or de-
taining you. The police must tell
you why you are being detained or
arrested. §E

You need not give the police any
information besldes your name
and address. |f you want to give a
simple explanation, allow yourself
time to do it calmly. If you are able
to show you could not be guilty of
an offence - you must be released
immediately.

You can ask the police to inform a
relative/friend? and your solicitor
of where you are being detained
and they must contact them with-
out delay. Ask to see your Soli-
citor.?

It you are under the'age of 16, the
police must inform your parents
promptly of where you are. They
must be allowed to see you,! Ask
them to inform your Solicitor. Ask
to see him/her.? -

The police must release you after 6

hours and should not detain you
anain on the samea grounds. .
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POLICE RIGHTS

It you are arrested, the police may
hold you in a police station or other
place. The police should have a
warrant which you should see but
there are offences for which a
warrant is not necessary. If you
_are arrested, the police may
search you and take your finger-
prints. They should not interfere
with your body. They should not
cross-examine you or put pressure
on you. .

IF THE POLICE ARREST YOU

YOUR RIGHTS

Ask whether you u'e being arr-
ested or detained. You have a
right to know! Tell the police you
are not going with them unless you
are arrested or detained.

If you are arrested you need no:
give the police any information
whatsoever apart from your name
and address.

You should be cautioned and
charged as soon as possible after

. your arrest: You need make no

reply to this, although in general it
is a good idea to say ‘‘not guilty”’,
if you consider you are innocent.
You should say nothing else.

You have aright to have a Solicitor
and a friend' or relative' in-
formed immediately of your
arrest. If you are under 16 your
parents should be allowed to see
you.' If you do not have a Solici-
tor, tell the police to inform the
Duty Solicitor. If the police wish to
question you, you have a right to i
have your Solicitor present.2 In
any event, you should see your
Solicitor before you appear in
Court. :

Once you have been charged, the police may release you. You will
probably then receive a formal letter by post telling you when to go to
Caurt.

If you are not released, ask the police for Bail. If they decide to offer it to
you, you will be asked to make an undertaking to appear in Court on a
given date. You must keep this appointment! Arrange for a Solicitor to
_be there with you or ask for the **Duty Solicitor’’. >

If you are refused Bail by the police, you will have to ask the Court for it.
Instruct a Solicitor to represent you or ask for the “‘Duty Solicitor*’.

In any event, you will eventually be sent a statement of the charges
against you. See a Solicitor before deciding whether to plead ‘Guilty’ or
‘Not Guilty'.

1. In'exceptional circumstances the police may delay this - for instance if they
suspect the person you have chosen was involved with the same offence. The full
extent of this exception has not yet been defined by the Courts. If you question
this decision: seek advice from Solicitor.
‘2. If the police refuse to let your solicitor in to see you, you can complain to the
chief constable. You can also try and get any evidence obtained as a result of
. having been detained excluded. Seek legal advice on this.
