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SIMON COMMISSION

On 8 November 1927, (he British Government
announced the appointment of the Indian Statutory
Commission. Composed of seven members headed
by Sir John Simon it came to be widely known as the
Simon Commission.

The Congress at it annual session in Madras i
resolved to boycott the commission. The Muslim
league and the Hindu Mahasabha also supported
the decision.

Whenever the commission went protests were held
and the slogan ‘Simon Go Back’ rent the air.

However the All Parties meet held in 1928
December at Calcutta failed to accept it on the issue
of communal representation.

To conciliate the left wing it was announced that
Jawaharlal would be the President of the next
session in 1929.

As a part of the movement Gandhi announced
the ‘Dandi March’. It was a protest against the
unjust tax o satt, which is used by all. But the
colonial government was taxing it and had a
near monopoly over it.

The Dandi March was to cover 375 kms from
Gandhi’s Sabarmati Ashram to Dandi on the

Gujarat coast. Joined by a chosen band of 78
followers from all regions and social groups,

after informing the colonial government in

advance, Gandhi set out on the 12 March 1930 /

and reached Dandi on the 25th dayT1.e. 6 April #
1930.

He broke the salt law by picking up a fist full of
salt. It was symbolic of the refusal of Indians to
be under the repressive colonial government
and its unjust laws.

Gandhi was arrested at midnight and sent to
Yeravada Jail. Jawaharlal Nehru, Khan Abdul
Ghaffar Khan and other leaders were swiftly
arrested

On reaching Vedaranyam 12 volunteers
under the leadership of Rajaji broke the salt
law by picking up salt. Rajaji was arrested.
T.5.S.Rajan, Rukmani Lakshmipathi, Sardar
Vedarathnam, C. Swaminathar and K.
Santhanam were among the prominent
leaders who Earticipated in the Vedaranyam
Salt Satyagraha.
